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Lenten Season Begins on Ash Wednesday, February 6th 

 
Lent is the forty-day liturgical season of fasting and prayer before Easter.  The forty days represent the time 
Jesus spent in the desert, where He endured temptation by Satan. In Western Christianity, Lent lasts from Ash 
Wednesday until Holy Saturday.  The six Sundays in Lent are not counted among the forty days because each 
Sunday represents a "mini-Easter;" a celebration of Jesus' victory over sin and death. 
 
The purpose of Lent is the preparation of the believer for the annual commemoration of the Death and 
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ, as celebrated during Holy Week.  Holy Week recalls the events linked to 
the Passion of Christ and culminates in Easter, the celebration of the Resurrection of Jesus. 
 
The days of Lent are marked by fasting, both from foods and festivities, and by other acts of penance. The three 
traditional practices to be taken up with renewed vigour during Lent are prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. Today, 
some people give up something they enjoy, add something that will bring them closer to God, and often give the 
time or money spent doing that to charitable purposes or organizations. 
 
Now that we are in our new church building, we will have the opportunity to practice our Lenten discipline 
more freely than in recent years past.  Special services and activities are being planned to celebrate Lent, and 
details will be forthcoming soon.  We hope and pray that you will have a holy Lent and that you will celebrate it 
(and the Easter season that follows) at CHS. 
 
“If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.  If we confess our sins, he is 
faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. If we say that we have not 
sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.”

Vestry summary for December submitted by Beverly Burnett Woodard, Sr. Warden 

 
Treasurer’s Report, Betty Shaull said that Valley National Bank has been approached to consider extending a 
line of credit for paying off our remaining building and parking lot construction, and fire hydrant installation up 
to $75,000.  An officer from the bank recently visited our property and said because of the improvements 
already made to the property, sees no reason why this request should not be approved.  Treasurer also reported 
that about $30,000 was pledged toward these costs in December, and if they come in, this will decrease the need 
to draw on the full $75,000 amount of the line of credit. 
 
Nomination Committee  (Sr. Warden Report) has met and updated the nomination process for the 2008 Vestry 
ballot.  The number of vestry positions to be filled for the 2008 ballot is 4 (5 if a current Vestry member decides 
to run for the up-coming vacancy of Junior Warden).   The position of Jr. Warden is open.  Parishioners will be 
able to nominate those they believe will be good candidates for the Vestry.  Nomination Forms with Vestry 
Criteria will be distributed at services on 1/20/08.  Candidates for Vestry and Jr. Warden may also be made 
from the floor at the Annual Parish Meeting on Sunday, March 2nd.  The Vestry-approved updates to the 
Parish Principles of Faith Statements that will be distributed at church services on 1/27/08 and made available 
to all who wish a copy. 
 
Bylaws Committee (Sr. Warden Report) sent to Attorney, Fred Gilbert, the recently Vestry approved, CHSA 
Bylaws.  Mr. Gilbert reviewed them and sent a written response  that he is willing to meet with the Vestry for a 
Q and A session if/when they desire one before the Bylaws are presented to the Parish for acceptance.    
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Vestry approval was given to Fr. Turley to accept a possible appointment to the Children’s Relief 
International Board of Directors. This board will pick up all travel expenses, but Father would be out of the 
office a few days per year for board meetings.  The benefits of his service to this board, where other Anglican 
and Christian groups work for children’s relief (food and medical care) mostly on the African continent is 
believed important for us to be aligned with, as well as fitting into our Church Mission Plan.  Father also 
announced plans, (and received Vestry consent) to begin parishioner training sessions in the following areas: 
Chalice Bearing, Ushers and Greeters, Hospital Lay Visitors, and a Marriage Enrichment Program for 
couples whose marriage needs refurbishing as well as those who wish to simply enhance their marital 
relationship.  The man Father Turley has contacted for this workshop/seminar/retreat is Dr. Gerald McDermott, 
and Anglican priest and preaching pastor of the largest Lutheran church in Virginia. Dr. McDermott and his 
wife, Jean, work closely with the program established by Dr. Emerson Eggerich, a respected religious family 
counselor and writer whose work is biblically based.  Father hopes to bring Dr McDermott and Jean to us early 
this spring.  The other training programs identified will be led by CHSA parishioners, or local people with 
specialty expertise and experience.  
 
Junior Warden’s Report. The City of Tulsa requires that CHSA plant 5 new trees on our property (cost varies 
between $110 - $249/ tree w/delivery fee of $40/tree.  Several parishioners have expressed interest in 
purchasing a tree as a memorial for a loved one.  For such trees, a plaque will be placed acknowledging who is 
being memorialized or honored.  Our Church/Education Wing has been approved by the City of Tulsa for a 
maximum occupancy of 250 people.  Cleaning Crews have been established to clean our buildings for a 
savings to our church until such time as we are in a position to afford such service.  Several more people are 
needed to sign up so there will be 6 teams of 4 persons/team.  The fence that the City of Tulsa requires to 
shield 2 residential properties on the East side of our parking lot will run approximately $2,320.00, which 
includes a warranty on the work; and lighting is scheduled to be installed on the parking lot next week.  
 
Meet Sr. Warden Beverly Burnett Woodard  I am Beverly Burnett Woodard and I have been Senior Warden 
at CHSA for one year.  I am the person who makes announcements each Sunday – and I know that sometimes 
you’ve not always been able to hear me well.  I AM working on “lovin’ that mike” better, as well as projecting 
my voice more.  Getting to know many of you this year has been one of my best experiences as Senior Warden, 
and I look forward to another year with you – and I hope by the end of next year to put a name with every face 
in our congregation!       
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Rector's Corner 
 

A Word About our Side Altar 
 
The St Mary's Side altar and votive stand in the north transept of our church (actually our west side) reflects a 
rich Anglican heritage that has long honored the Mother of our Lord by establishing altars and areas of prayer in 
our churches. As we are a church of renewal Anglicans, Anglo-Catholics, and reformed, evangelicals 
worshiping together at Church of the Holy Spirit, I believe it important that we reflect on what the altar is and is 
not about.  
 
As a consequence of their concerns that honor might slip into worship, much of the Protestant Reformation 
(mainly Calvinist and Anabaptist groups) rejected any honorific title for Mary and quickly destroyed or 
jettisoned paintings and statues depicting her from their churches. Yet an equal number of Reformers including 
many Lutherans and Anglicans maintained symbols of their esteem for Mary, while stressing biblical training 
for their laity that encouraged them to focus their entire devotion toward her Son. Late in his career, Martin 
Luther observed, “Mary is the Mother of Jesus and the Mother of all of us even though it was Christ alone who 
reposed on her knees . . . If he is ours, we ought to be in his situation; there where he is, we ought also to be and 
all that he has ought to be ours, and his mother is also our mother.” (Sermon, Christmas, 1529).  
 
It is, I think, good news that the extreme reactions to Mary among much of evangelicalism are beginning to 
melt away. Christianity Today recently reported that the days when evangelical Protestants ignore Mary or 
relegated her to little more than “a delicate piece in a Christmas crèche . . . are coming to an end. On the horizon 
today is nothing less than a Protestant reclamation of Mary.” (November 2006) 
 
While we Anglicans have traditionally conceded greater honor and appreciation to Mary, you will note that the 
St Mary's side altar at Church of the Holy Spirit does not center on her but upon her son, Jesus. Jesus the 
crucified--Jesus by “whose stripes we are healed.” He is the center of our focus.  
 
You should note too, that symbolically, this is Mary's focus as well. The statue of Mary, who stands in a posture 
of prayer and devotion, does not face the congregation or the person who kneels at the prie dieu; she is facing 
toward her Son who has died upon the cross for her redemption as well as ours. Her focus should be our focus 
when we pray at the side altar or anywhere else for that matter. Imagine her heart in this matter. It was her 
precious son suffered, bled, and died to open a pathway for our healing and our redemption. Therefore we honor 
Mary best by honoring her Son whom no human ever has honored more than she. C.S. Lewis once opined, 
“And if the Blessed Virgin is as good as the best mother I have known, she does not want any of the attention 
which might have gone to her Son diverted to herself.” (Letters) 
 
As a refuge where we are reminded of Christ's stripes and ultimate sacrifice for our redemption, it is our hope 
that the St Mary's side altar should become for our congregation a place of anointing and healing. It is a place of 
rich symbology. The votive stand, which was given to the glory of God in loving memory of our friend Jim 
Young, represents our offering of prayer and thanksgiving before God. As the candle we light slowly melts 
away, it should serve as a reminder that our prayers continue to remain with God and do not return void. By 
faith, we may know that God hears and will answer us in the perfection of his will for us. The red votives 
remind us that we were redeemed only by the blood of Christ. The blues represent the ancient church's color for 
faith and should help us remember that even in the darkest hour we must never give up on God. Never!

$.01  December receipts were $50,320 ($29,312 last month), $38,657 for Operations, $9,080 for Building 

Fund and $2,582 for various Restricted Funds.   
 
$.02  Cash totals $59,130 at December 31, a $17,148 increase.  
  
$.03  Operating Revenues were OVER Budget by $9,495.  THAT IS A BIG YEAH!!!  WHY COULDN’T 

WE HAVE 5 SUNDAYS AND CHRISTMAS EVERY MONTH?????  Operating Expenses were 
UNDER Budget by $853.   

 
$.04  “COMPLETE THE BUILDING FUND”  – CHS has received pledges of $44,500 toward the 

COMPLETE THE PARKING LOT, etc. request that was recently made.  During December, building 
expenditures were $4,696.  

  
$.05 The Vestry approved a $75,000 increase for the mortgage loan, a maximum of $625,000.  Current 

payment is interest plus $1,000 principal until March 2008 with a current balance of $454,268 at 
December 31, 2007.  The amount available on the line of credit is $170,732. 

  
$.06 The CD note will be paid off in March 2008.  That note balance is $13,320 (original $100,000).  At year 

end total debt of CHS was $467,588.   
   
$.07 Outreach Tithe paid - ACN $754, EKKLESIA $4,526 and Food for the Poor $251.  Large print bibles for 

Kairos $97, Christmas Child $52, Dr. A. R. Deasley love offering $712 and Priest’s Discretionary $950.  
 
$.08 The 2008 Operating Pledge drive has received pledges from 48 pledge units for a total of $255,532.  This 

compares to 66 pledge units last year with $286,164 pledged.  Your pledges are still welcome.
